
There are many ònew beginningsó in the Learning Centers: the rededication and expansion of 

existing programs in Gracanica and Plemetina villages, in Kosovo; the opening of the new 

center in Fushe Kosove/Kosovo Polje; the beginning of peer tutor programs; the launch of new 

assessment tools to support the Learning Centersõ growth; the inclusion of hundreds of more 

children in daily learning activities; and each new beginning that a child makes ð learning, 

learning to learn, gaining confidence, and succeeding in school. 

Balkan Sunflowersõ programs for children in marginalized 

communities became, officially, the Learning Centers Net-

work on 1 February 2008, with new support from the Sun-

shine Lady Foundation, a United States foundation.  The 

Sunshine Lady Foundation provided the means to begin to 

realize a long-held dream ð a strong and growing pro-

gram for children who face the greatest obstacles in post-

conflict Kosovo society. They are children from mostly very 

poor families, historically excluded, discriminated against, 

lacking means for school clothing, books, and paper; they 

may not speak the language of the school; their parents 

may stop them from going to school when they are humili-

ated by a teacher or teased by another child, or when they have no warm clothes against the 

cold in an under-heated classroom. 

New beginnings means they get extra help é  to learn the alphabet, to learn their arithmetic, 

to finish homework, to believe they can learn, to develop social skills, and to have fun learning.
